Year 1

How did the first flight change the world?

	English
	In Literacy, we will begin by looking at ‘Those Magnificent Sheep in their Flying Machine’ which is a story about aeroplanes and landmarks. The children will be focusing on re-enacting parts of the story and learning actions to help them retell it. They will also be learning about adjectives by writing character and setting descriptions for the story. Finally, the children will create their own version of the story adding in key landmarks that they would like to take a flight to themselves.

In our unit on Information Texts, the children will consider the difference between story and non-fiction books. They will be researching factual information about the Wright Brothers and creating their own information book about them. This will include writing a glossary, captions, headings and fact boxes. They will learn about the style of non-fiction writing and focus on writing more detailed sentences and paragraphs. We will also be using and applying our knowledge of question and exclamation marks.

Exploring a range of poems and rhymes will be a key focus during our unit on Poetry. The children will be creating their own transport poems using their senses and descriptive language. They will be learning about adjectives and alliteration within this unit also.

	Numeracy
	Our key units in Maths this term will focus on developing the children’s knowledge of addition and subtraction. They will be using number lines and part whole models to practise adding and taking away. We will have a big focus this term on problem solving and reasoning – giving a reason for an answer and justifying why an answer is right or wrong. We will then move onto focusing on Measuring through work on Length and Height. The children will be comparing the lengths of objects and beginning to measure them using rulers and non-standard units such as cubes. Finally, this will move onto focusing on Weight. The children will be comparing the weight of objects using balance scales and the language or heavier and lighter.

	Science
	Within our Science work we will be focusing on Materials. The children will be learning the names of key materials such as wood, plastic, metal, fabric and glass. We will find out about how they are used in the world today and how objects can be made with them. The children will discover which materials are bendy, transparent, smooth or rough. We will be investigating other specific properties of materials such as those which are waterproof or magnetic. Finally, we will decide which materials would be best to build aeroplanes.

	Computing
	Within this topic, the children will be developing their keyboard skills to type messages on both iPads and traditional keyboards. They will be applying these skills in text programs to share information on our current topic. Finally, we will be focusing on retrieving information from ICT devices through Apps and software.

	History
	Throughout this term the children will be investigating the question: ‘How did the first flight change the world?’ We will be focusing on the history of flight. The children will be exploring the Wright Brothers and the first known flight. They will be places known events about this onto a timeline. We will investigate different sources of information about the Wright Brothers such as books, videos and old photographs. During this unit we will discover why the Wright Brothers were so important in the world of flight and how this has impacted on society today. 

	Art
	Throughout this term we will be completing an Art project focusing on creating ceramic tiles. The children will be exploring the bold, bright colours used in patterned tile design alongside the shapes used. We will be investigating how to use clay and clay tools to create the tile shape before imprinting a pattern into it. The children will practice the different effects they can create through use of everyday objects such as pencils, paper clips and cubes. We will then move onto designing our own ceramic tile before making and painting it.

	    PE
	This term in P.E. we will be focusing on Net and Wall Games. The children will be considering how to negotiate the space around them during games. They will start with key skills such as stopping the ball before moving onto passing and receiving skills. They will be learning key ball skills such as dribbling and avoiding obstacles. The children will have the opportunity to use a variety of balls such as footballs, tennis balls or sponge balls.

	   D&T
	In D&T this term we will be designing and making animal puppets as part of our unit on sewing. This will be linked to the text of ‘Those Magnificent Sheep in their Flying Machine’ which we will be looking at in Literacy. The children will be researching the different resources that are available for sewing before practicing stitching. They will use a simple running stitch on Binca and plastic needles. Once they have practiced this skill they will be designing and making an animal puppet using fabrics. Finally, we will be writing an evaluation of our sheep puppet.

	RE
	In RE this term we will be considering what makes our world special. The children will explore creation stories from both Christianity and Buddhism. They will also explore the new life that is seen in spring such as the arrival of baby chicks or lambs. Easter will also be a focus of our RE work towards the end of the term.
