Year 2 
What was Amy Johnson’s Greatest Achievement?

	English
	The children will begin by focusing on poetry, looking poetic features and developing a toolkit for writing. We will look at examples of these 
to help us understand both their structure and layout and reinvent an exemplar text to create our own flight poem. We will be linking our own poetry to our Geography theme exploring the life of Amy Johnson.

After this we will look at a recount writing, specifically diary entries, using a Big Reading text to retell the events of a day in the life of an astronaut. The children will use a range of sentence types and starters to ensure their writing is interesting. Finally, we will end the term with a story in a familiar setting, looking closely at narrative features such as; characters, plot, conflict, setting, and point of view. We will base our ideas around a Big Reading text, ‘Plop the Barn Owl’ to help us write our own story.


	Numeracy
	During this term the children will be focusing the four operations; addition, subtraction, multiplication and division; including fractions.  The children will be using informal and formal written methods to number problems. The children will use practical and concrete resources to help them answer a range of questions based around these methods. Finally, the children will apply what they know to solve problems involving money, time and other measures such as weight and length. 


	PHSE
	This term the children will be focusing on ‘Dreams and Goals’ and ‘Healthy Me.’ The children will work cooperatively and collaboratively in groups and will discuss ways in which they might achieve personal goals. PSHE will form strong links with the amazing life, challenges and accolades of Amy Johnson whilst also enabling pupils to empathize with characters in their core Big Reading and Literacy texts. The children will also take part in practical lessons and class discussions to help them learn and to show them about healthy eating and living. 

	History  
	In history we will be exploring the achievements of Amy Johnson. Within our learning sequence pupils will have the opportunities to not only learn about and explore the life of a significant individual but that of a local history. The children will carry out historical enquiry and use sources as evidence to develop the following skills: constructing the past, sequencing the past/chronology, investigating continuity and change/cause and effect, significance of events and interpretation. 

	Science
	Within their chemistry topic, Year 2 will be looking at materials and their properties; investigating how they can be changed, comparing the use of/movement of different materials and know why a material might be used for a specific job such as flight/aeroplanes.

	Computing
	In ICT lessons the children will be learning how to use technology purposefully to create, organise, store, manipulate and retrieve digital content. They will be using a range of apps and computer programs to create a range of Amy Johnson themed artwork. 

	Art
	Within this term the children will be focusing on paintings. In order to link this to our current topic the children will look closely at Pablo Picasso and his use of bold primary and secondary colour in abstract art. The children will look at the techniques used by this artist and will compare this to other paintings to help broaden their understanding of artwork. Along with this, they will look at what they like and dislike about artists work to help them create and improve their own work. Finally, we will use these techniques and Picasso’s style to create Amy Johnson inspired moth images to replicate those models that form part of the Hull Project, ‘A Moth for Amy.’

	PE
	This term we will be focusing on dance. The children will be learning to move safely and creatively in space, perform in unison and develop timing. They will have opportunities to showcase their work to their peers to improve skills of evaluation in order to performance a dance using simple movement patterns, levels and pathways. 

	Music
	During this term the Year 2 children children will be working from the ‘Charanga Scheme’ to focus on their rhythm and singing. They will also be provided with opportunities to incorporate the use of instruments into their performances, utilizing skills developed in the previous Autumn term.
