	English
	In literacy lessons, we will be looking at the following genres:

· Narrative (Story Writing) – Writing an adventure story based in the Viking times

· Play script – Turning our narrative stories into play scripts 

· Diary – Taking on the role of a Viking warrior 

· Information text – Writing about Viking long boats, warriors and weaponry 



	Numeracy
	The children will be looking at fractions, decimals and percentages this term. They will focus on the four operations within the fractions and decimals topic (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division). The children will then look at finding percentages of amounts. 

	Science
	In science, the children will look at the topic of evolution and inheritance. They will look at how living things have changed overtime and how fossils were formed from living things that inhabited the earth millions of years ago. The children will also look at the Theory of Evolution and natural selection.

	History
	In history, the children will be looking at the Vikings and will come to their own conclusion to the question - Was calling the Vikings vicious thieves and killers fair? They will look at Viking houses, religions and food and compare them to different periods of time within history. The will also look at Anglo-Saxon and Viking Britain. 

	PE
	In PE, the children will be working with basketball coaches. They will be working on their passing and throwing techniques and their understanding of basketball.  

	D&T
	In DT, the children are going to research, plan, design, make and evaluate their own Viking toy using CAMS. They will observe and assess hand-turned mechanism toys and plan their own design from this. They will then evaluate their work in terms of what they could change and do differently next time.
