Neasden Primary School

Year 4
How did the Romans revolutionise England?

	English
	The children will begin by focusing on non-chronological reports. We will look at the features of a non-chronological report and will look at examples of these to help us understand both their structure and layout. We will start to write informal letters and linking them to our Big Reading book “The thieves of Ostia” by writing a letter from Flavia to her farther. Finally, we will end the term with writing our own myth in which we will look closely at the Romans so we can link it in with our history topic. We will focus closely on the features of myths and the range of language used to help us write our own.

	Numeracy
	During this term the children will be focusing on multiplication and division. The children will be using formal written methods to solve multiplication and division problems, including three digits multiplied and divided by one. The children will use practical and concrete resources to help them answer a range of questions based around these methods. Finally, the children will begin to look at fractions. This will start by looking at what a fraction is and why they are used to counting up and down in different fractions. We will then move onto more complex calculations of adding and subtraction up to 4 fractions together and calculating the equivalents of different fractions. Just another reminder that this year the children will be partaking in a multiplication test. The multiplication tables check is designed to help ensure children in primary school know their times tables up to 12 off by heart. As well as being critical for everyday life, knowledge of multiplication tables help children to solve problems quickly and flexibly, and allows them to tackle more complex mathematics later on in school.

	PHSE
	This term the children will be focusing on ‘Dreams and goals’ and ‘Healthy me. The children will think about different dreams they have about the future. They will also look at how to be the best they can be through being healthy and what it takes to be able to do this. Along with this, the children will look at how they can make improvements within school and their lives so that they can be their best selves. The children will take part in practical lessons and class discussions to help them learn and to show them how they can create relationships with all children. 

	History
	In History we will looking at the children’s historical knowledge which will be linked to our current topic the about the Romans. The children will look at the time lines and being able to place the Romans and British Roman history in the correct places. The children will also gain an understanding of who the Romans were through important events in their history as well as identifying the key reasons why they invaded England. After this, the children will focus on the impact had on England through the structures and inventions they built and brought, to how they shaped society with religion and entertainment.

	Science
	In science the children will begin by looking at animals including humans. They will investigate the digestive systems of both humans and animals and comparing the two, with detailed evidence, discussing the purposes of the different parts. Having done this they will then look at teeth and their different functions, whilst creating experiments to test their predictions out. Finally the children will look at what predators and prey are and how each shape their respective food chains and the echo systems they thrive in.

	Computing
	In Computing lessons the children will be learning about programing. They will first ascertain what a program I s made up of before then developing their own basic programme using “scratch” and how to apply these skills to create their own video game. 

	Art
	Within this term the children will be focusing on sketching. In order to link this to our current topic the children will look closely at Drawing– soldiers and emperors. They will be looking at proportions of the human body whilst also focusing on facial expressions and how these represent figures in forms

	PE
	We are excited to be able to offer the children the experience of working with the Flexdance coaches in their PE lessons this term. The year 4 children will also be focusing on hockey and tennis. The children will also look at how to be a team player and how to play fairly by taking part in small games. Along with this, the children will look at why exercising is important and the positive impacts it has on the body.

	Music
	During this term the year 4 children will be working with Mr Shaw from Wider Opportunities. They will be doing singing and listening to different genres of music whilst also having the prospect of learning the French horn.
